sense of pride. 

That was about what happens 

on the outside. This month, I want 

to turn inward. Because once we 

begin to show up more openly as 

Jews, the next question naturally 

follows: What does it look like to 

grow more deeply Jewish? 

Many of us have a version of 

Judaism that feels comfortable. We 

know the melodies we like. We 

come to the services that fit our 

rhythm. We celebrate the holidays 

in ways that feel familiar and 

meaningful. And there is real value 

in that. But Judaism is a vast land-

scape and most of us are only 

walking a small part of it. 

There are texts weôve never 

opened. Practices weôve never 

tried. Conversations weôve never 

had. Experiences weôve never 

stepped into. Not because weôve

Over the past several months, Iôve 

been thinking carefully about some-

thing that may seem small on the 

surface, but actually shapes a great 

deal of our communal experience: 

the timing of our Friday evening 

Shabbat services. 

As many of you know, our current 

schedule includes a mix of service 

times ð most at 6:15 pm, another at 

7:30 pm, depending on the week. 

While each of these has developed 

for good reasons over time, the vari-

ation has also created a fair amount 

of confusion. Even with regular re-

minders in the Timbrel, it can be diffi-

cult to keep track. And for those new-

er to our community ð or simply try-

ing to build a consistent rhythm ð 

this lack of clarity can be a barrier. 

After much thought and conversa-

tion, we are going to try something 

new. 

Beginning in July, all Friday even-

ing Shabbat services will begin at 

6:00 pm, and we will follow this con-

sistent schedule through the end of 

December. At that point, we will eval-

uate how itôs working for the commu-

nity. 

The goal here is simple: clarity, 

consistency, and accessibility. 

A single, steady start time makes it 

easier to remember, easier to plan, 

and easier to invite others to join us. 

It allows families to eat earlier, helps

This year we ran a pilot Mazel Tots early learner pro-

gram and experimented with offering Gan full time.

Jour-

nalist and author Rebecca 

Clarrenôs latest book, The 

Cost of Free Land: Jews, 

Lakota, and an American 

Inheritance, takes a look 

at this history through a 

very personal lens ð her 

own family.  

     Clarren will join us by 

Zoom to talk about her 

book at 7:00 pm Monday, May 11, 2026, in CBIôs Beit 

Midrash.  

The Cost of Free Land is a blend of history, journalism, 

and memoir, investigating how twentieth-century federal 

policies that gave her ancestors ð Jews fleeing oppres-

sion in Russia ð free land on the South Dakota prairie 

and a pathway to the middle class, came at great cost to 

their Lakota neighbors. The book not only retells this en-

tangled history, but grapples with what can be done to 

reconcile the past.  

Clarren, who lives in Portland, OR, is an award-

winning journalist, and has been writing about the Ameri-

can West for more than 25 years. Her journalism, for 

which she has won the Hillman Prize, an Alicia Patterson 

Foundation Fellowship, 

and 10 grants from the 

Fund for Investigative 

Journalism, has ap-

peared in such publica-

tions as MotherJones, 

High Country News, The 

Nation, and Indian 

Country Today. Her de-

but novel, Kickdown 

(Arcade Publishing, 

2018) was shortlisted for 

the PEN/Bellwether 

Prize. She also writes 

poetry appearing in 

such places as North 

American Review,  

Catamaran, Cutbank 

and Poetry Northwest. 

The Cost of Free Land was named a Best Book of 

2023 by Kirkus Books, The Forward, The Christian Sci-

ence Monitor and The Tribal College Journal.

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Mary Francell and Howard  

Sharfstein met in Atlanta, Georgia 

in 1984. 
Howard was born in Queens and brought up on Staten 

Island. He says that he came of age in Albany, NY, 

where he majored in Environmental Studies at SUNY Al-

bany and earned an MS in Science and Technology at 

the Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in nearby Troy. After 

six years in a ñdream jobò as assistant to the chair of the 

New York Assemblyôs Environmental Committee, he 

moved to Atlanta, worked for a company that trans-

formed trash into steam energy, and went through law 

school at Georgia State University.  

Maryôs family had moved from her birth city of White 

Plains, NY, to various places in Indiana. She graduated 

from Notre Dame in Communications and Theatre, and 

earned an MA in Arts Management from the University of 

Wisconsin at Madison. By then her parents had moved 

to Atlanta, where she went to be near them, and after a 

stint with a theatre there, she worked in public relations 

and publicity for Emory University. 

Mary and Howard met at a vegetarian dinner party. 

Mary had been brought up as a Catholic, but when she 

was 18, her parents told her a family secret: her father 

was born Jewish. Her motherôs research on her fatherôs 

family, augmented by Maryôs own research, has revealed 

an astonishing story. Maryôs great-great-grandfather was 

Frank Rothschild, who immigrated to Georgia in the nine-

teenth century and made uniforms for the Confederate 

Army. He was captured by the Union Army and impris-

oned in New York, but not before his son, Maryôs great-

grandfather Alfred, was born in Columbus, Georgia.  

Frankôs wife, Amanda, moved the family to New York, 

and they settled there when Frank was released from 

prison. The family became well-established when Al-

fredôs brother, Louis, started L.F. Rothschild, the famous 

American brokerage firm; then, Simon, another brother, 

partnered with the family that bought Macyôs from its 

founder, creating an empire in retail.  

Alfred moved to Paris and wed Maryôs great-

grandmother, Marguerite, an artist, later changing their 

name to Redgis. They had two children: Maryôs grand-

mother, Mariette, who studied painting, and a sister, 

Yvonne, who became a dancer.  

Maryôs grandfather, Herbert Frankel, was born in Dan-

zig, but moved to Paris with his brother and their wid-

owed mother. In Paris, he wed Mariette, and had a son, 

Edward, who would become Maryôs father.  

While the family moved in artistic and intellectual cir-

cles frequented by people such as Gertrude Stein, they 

had not been free from tragedy; a great-great aunt had 

perished on the Titanic. Then came Kristallnacht. Herbert 

realized that his family had to escape the coming catas-

trophe. Because Mariette was technically an American 

citizen, he was able to get visas to the U.S. for himself, 

for her, and for Edward ð but not for his mother or his 

brother. He paid the mayor of a small town near Paris to 

hide his mother, who survived the war, but his brother 

was taken out of the French army and sent to Auschwitz, 

where he perished.  

Herbert, Mariette, and Edward left France in 1939 on 

the S.S. Manhattan, one of the last passenger ships to 

leave Europe. They settled in Los Angeles, where they 

changed the family name to Francell. Mariette's parents 

and her sister, Yvonne, didnôt want to leave France.  

Alfred and Marguerite eventually escaped through 

Spain and Portugal, probably with the help of Varian Fry, 

known for rescuing many Jews. Yvonne and her hus-

band served in the French Resistance. She was ulti-

mately arrested and deported to Auschwitz. She believed
